6. State Issues
· Lobbyist & tracking report
i. Republican caucus in the house group of 12- moderate republicans not willing to make cuts, creating a rift and holding up policies until budget pass. Senate majority leader recently stated No teacher retirement system- No Budget
ii. Hospice room and board rate is included in the proposed budget – looking at current $3 Million increase. Encouraging all hospices with residences to reach out to House and Senate representatives to support an increase.
iii. Announcement of part time legislature proposed by Lt. Governor.-  
1. Concerning that inexperienced legislators and that we would have the very young or very old or very wealthy legislators in the office
· Local newsletter survey of capital insider rated Muchmoore, Harrington & Smalley #2 Lobbyist in Michigan
i. *Sandy Jones was identified as #1 woman lobbyist in Lansing!
· MILARA meeting report: acknowledged their rules are out of date and they are reviewing. They haven’t been revised since the 1980’s. Currently in Service Bureau waiting for joint committee review.  Looking for change in TB rules- as they are written now they do not follow the CDC recommendations.  LARA is also formulating work groups for Hospice and Compliance. MHHA will be looking to participate with this.
· MIPOST most likely to pass- 
· Legislation to create “training license” for HHA training programs, regulating certification of CNA’s and HHAs. MHHA will want to be involved with this. 
7. Federal Issues
· Face to face legislation being put together and looking for a sponsor on the hill for this.
· Proposed Rule for hospice that are concerning is the requirement for face to face prior to admission and also the requirement for all medical documentation to be in place prior to admission
· Working with Congressman Price to create a Floor Letter to address an alternative to competitive bidding that would be a market pricing alternative. 
8. Member segment reports
· HME & Infusion
i. Recent report indicates since 2013 in Michigan 50% of DME’s have closed. This believed to be directly related to competitive bidding program. 
ii. Blue Cross proposed rate cuts on April 1st that would cut by 30-50%. These cuts are well below DME cost.
iii. Equipment servicing is becoming an issue.
